[ wish I could tell them about all the wonderful things that happen at the Toledo Animal Shelter, that happen because of YOU - our

supporter, [ know it would help ease their hurt.
Because of you, we have the staff and volunteers to get to know and love the shelter residents on an individual basis. In fact, we

know each other so well we can spot illness or behavior issues quickly and address them.
Because of you, all of our cats and dogs receive top-notch medical care in a clean, bright, airy building. They’re up-to-date on vac-

cinations; are spayed/neutered before they are adopted; and get any special care they require - all right here, which makes it a lot

less stressful for them.

Because of you, we have the facilities to encourage socialization so when someone is adopted, he or she has a better idea of how
to behave. Our cats play together, and our dogs receive ongoing training to make them better family members. They also have a
brand-spanking-new playground where they can just be dogs, chasing each other, playing and rolling in the grass. (Can you imagine
such a thing? I'm far too clean and dignified to indulge in “rolling in the grass,” but that’s just me.)

Yes, | see some hard situations from my office window, but I also see the amazing good we are able to accomplish thanks to

friends like you.

Like the joy on someone’s face when he or she takes home the newest member of the family. (I witnessed it 300 times last year!)
Or the excitement we experience when former residents stop by for a visit. Or watching the residents blossom as they play and soak
up the love they get here from the moment they arrive until they go home.

You have done more good than you can ever imagine. Saying “thank you” seems so inadequate, but it’s all I've got. This holiday
season, my wish for you is to always have a friend who is as good to you as you are to us, who surrounds you with love and makes
sure you have everything you need. On behalf of all the residents and staff of the Toledo Animal Shelter, a Joyous Christmas!

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Fostering a Good Relationship Between Cats and Kids

1 Teach children how to properly handle a cat. Cats should not be picked up by the scruff of the
neck; instead, support the cat’s hindquarters in one hand and use the other to support its chest.
Hold the cat gently but securely close to your body.

2  Supervise kids and cats. This is especially important with a new pet, who may still be
nervous.

3 Teach children to respect the cat, and do not allow them to chase or corner the cat even in
play. The cat may bite if it feels threatened. Encourage calm, unthreatening interactions between
kids and cats.

4 Do notallow children to disturb a sleeping or eating cat. Also give kitty some space when
using their litter box.

5 Do notallow rough play. Rough play encourages your cat to use its teeth and claws on you.
Instead, play with your cat using cat toys (commercial or those of your own making ... for example,
many cats love to play in a simple paper bag).

6 Do notallow children to tease the cat. Teach them the difference between teasing and
playing.

7  Teach children how important it is to keep your cat indoors. Ensure that they understand the
importance of making sure kitty does not accidentally run out the door. Indoor cats live much
safer, healthier lives.
